While vacuum gauges or lights show vacuum levels on all Powr-Grip lifters, the Vacuum Loss Warning Buzzer 

increases safety by continuously monitoring vacuum during a lift and sounding an alarm, if vacuum should 

decrease to unsafe levels. The alarm stops sounding after adequate vacuum is restored.

This “smart” system automatically powers up when the lifter attaches to a load and powers down when the 

load is released. Unlike buzzers that sound before attaching or after releasing, this warning buzzer only sounds 

when inadequate vacuum could put your safety at risk. A power indicator light shows you when the warning 

buzzer is activated.

The warning buzzer also monitors battery condition during lifter operation and sounds an alert, if the batteries 

need to be replaced. Alternatively, you can press a button to instantly test battery condition at any time.
